2.5” - 11.5” wide planks (wider w/ special order)
2’ to 12’ lengths
3/4” thick 

Grain 
Straight,Straight, with minor irregularities and figure.  90% + heartwood content.  
Mixed flat and vertical grain.

Color
Heartwood ranges from delicate yellows through oranges and into red and 
reddish-brown.  Sapwood is a pleasant yellowish-white.   

Character
Knots and many nail holes.  Checking and mineral staining will also be present.

Hardness & StabilityHardness & Stability
A moderately hard and stable wood. 1225lbf anecdotal on the Janka hardness scale.  ~2.56 pounds per square foot.

Certifications
Qualifies for LEED MRc3, Materials Reuse credit.  May qualify for LEED 
MRc5, Regional Materials credit.

This unique reclaimed floor is specially 
sawn from the tops of outstanding heart 
pine structural timbers formerly 
supporting decking nailed down with 
1/4″ industrial spikes.  The resulting nail 
pattern is an indiscriminate ‘buckshot’ 
distribution of black holes.  This 
one-of-a-kindone-of-a-kind flooring is undirected, 
haphazard, and undeniably cool, 
making it extremely popular with bar 
owners and restaurateurs.

Knots and some surface checking occur 
in this grade, ring density is generally 
eight to the inch or greater.
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
